CLAIR-OBSCUR
Until August 24, 2026

Drawing on some twenty modern and contemporary artists from 
the Pinault Collection, the exhibition "Clair-obscur" traces a journey from darkness to 
light to explore the legacy of chiaroscuro as it resonates in the present day. The 
museum is transformed into a landscape both dawning and dusking that immerses 
viewers in a contemplation of both the visible and the invisible. The works express 
both the materiality of light and the shadow areas of our subconscious.

In this exhibition, painting —and art in general— constantly weave 
light and shadow together. Thus, chiaroscuro is more than just a painting technique 
from the past; it is a visual language that bridges the centuries. It constantly reinvents 
itself in its revelation of the darker side of humanity and the world. It expresses the 
materiality of light and the shadow areas of our subconscious, thus transforming our 
sense of the visible and the invisible.

In the Rotunda, beneath the zenith of the museum’s dome, Pierre 
Huyghe’s masterpiece Camata (2024) arrives from its presentation in the exhibition 
"Liminal" at the Punta della Dogana in Venice. It is anchored in this circular stage, 
which is transformed into an amphitheatre that exists out of time. Here is where the 
metaphysical ritual plays out that the artist filmed in the vastness of the Atacama 
Desert in Chile.
